1. IMPORTANCE OF INTENTION
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Narrated ‘Umar bin Al-Khattab («%:): I heard Allah's
Messenger (£2) saying, "The reward of deeds depends
upon the intentions and every person will get the
reward according to what he has intended. So whoever
emigrated for worldly benefits or for a woman to marry,
his emigration was for what he emigrated for."

2. FOUNDATIONS OF ISLAM
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Narrated Ibn 'Umar (% ): Allah's Messenger (£2) said:

 Totestify thatnone has the right to be worshipped but
Allah and Muhammad is Allah's Messenger (£2).

6. LOVE FOR THE PROPHET
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Narrated Anas (<« ): The Prophet (£z) said "None of
you will have faith till he loves me more than his father,
his children and all mankind.”

7. SALAH
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Narrated ‘Abdullah («%): I asked the Prophet (&)
"Which deed is the dearest to Allah?" He replied, "To
offer the prayers at their early stated fixed times." I
asked, "What is the next (in goodness)?" He replied, "To
be good and dutiful to your parents" I again asked,
"What is the next (in goodness)?" He replied, 'To
participate in Jihad in Allah's cause.” ‘Abdullah added, "I
asked only that much and if I had asked more, the
Prophet (£2) would have told me more."

8. CONGREGATIONAL SALAH
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Narrated ‘Abdullah bin ‘Umar: Allah's Messenger (£z2)
said, "The prayer in congregation is twenty seven times
superior to the prayer offered by person alone.”

9. ‘ASRSALAH
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Narrated Ibn ‘Umar («-): Allah's Messenger (x;{;;) said,
"Whoever misses the ‘Asr prayer (intentionally) then it

10. EXPIATION OF FORGETTING PRAYER
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Narrated Anas («%): The Prophet (&) said, "If anyone
forgets a prayer he should pray that prayer when he
remembers it. There is no expiation except to pray the
same." Then he recited: "Establish prayer for My (i.e.
Allah's) remembrance."[20:14].

11. ATTACK OF SHAYTAN DURING PRAYER
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Narrated “Aisha (¥%): I asked Allah's Messenger (£z)
about looking hither and thither in prayer. He replied,
"It is a way of stealing by which Satan takes away (a
portion) from the prayer of a person.”

12. ZAKAT
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Narrated Jarir bin ‘Abdullah («%-): I gave the pledge of
allegiance to Allah's Messenger (£) for the following:

2. Paythe Zakat (obligatory charity) and

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The Prophet (£z) said, "O Muslim women! None of you
should look down upon the gift sent by her female
neighbor even if it were the trotters of the sheep (flesh-
less partoflegs).”

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Narrated Asma (¥=): Allah's Messenger (&) said,
"Give (in charity) and do not give reluctantly lest Allah

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Narrate ‘Aisha («#2): The Prophet (&) said, "If a
woman gives meals (in charity) from her husband's
house without spoiling her husband's property, she will
get a reward and her husband will also get a reward
likewise. The husband will get a reward because of his
earnings and the woman because of her spending.”

16. CHARITY
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Narrated ‘Adi bin Hatim (<) heard the Prophet (&)
saying: "Save yourself from Hell-fire even by giving half
adate-fruitin charity.”

17. VIRTUES OF TRUSTWORTHY TREASURER
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Narrated Abu Musa al-Ash‘ari («i%): The Prophet (£z)
said, "The honest treasurer who gives willingly what he
is ordered to give, is one of the two charitable persons,
(the second being the owner).

18. IMPORTANCE OF SPENDING ON FAMILY
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Narrated Abu Mas'ud («#%): The Prophet (££) said, "Ifa
man spends on his family (with the intention of having a
reward from Allah) sincerely for Allah's sake then itis a
(kind of) alms-giving in reward for him.

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Narrated Abu Hurairah («:): Allah's Messenger (&)
said, "The best alms is that which you give when you are
rich, and you should start first to support your
dependents.”

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Narrated Abu Hurairah («#): The Prophet (&) said,
"Whoever performs Hajj for Allah's pleasure and does
not have sexual relations with his wife, and does not do
evil or sins then he will return (after Hajj free from all
sins) asifhe were born anew.”

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Narrated Abu Hurairah («): Allah's Messenger (£2)
was asked, "Whatis the best deed?" Hereplied, "To believe in
Allah and His Apostle (Muhammad). The questioner
then asked, "What is the next (in goodness)? He replied,
"To participate in Jihad (religious fighting) in Allah's
Cause." The questioner again asked, "What is the next
(in goodness)?" He replied, "To perform Hajj Mabriir,
(which is accepted by Allah and is performed with the
intention of seeking Allah's pleasure only and not to show off
and without committing a sin and in accordance with the
traditions of the Prophet (£z)).”

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Narrated ‘Abdullah bin ‘Amr (u) The Prophet (£2)
said, "Convey (my teachings) to the people even if it
were asingle sentence, and tell others the stories of Bani
Israel (which have been taughtto you), for itis not sinful to
do so.
